ARTICLE 2 – Rights are ensured FOR EACH CHILD without discrimination of any land (race, colour, gender, language, national, ethnic or social origin etc.)
ARTICLE 3 – There is a right of a child to have PROTECTION AND CARE as it is necessary to his/her well-being.
ARTICLE 27 – There is a right of every child to A STANDARD OF LIVING, adequate to the child’s physical, mental, spiritual, moral and social development.
ARTICLE 37 – NO CHILD SHALL BE SUBJECTED to torture, or other cruel, inhuman of degrading treatment or punishment.
