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PRAVO DJETETA NA IGRU — LAZNA ILI STVARNA DOBROBIT

Pravo na igru dio je razvojnih prava priznato Konvencijom o pravima djeteta (UN, 1989). Igra
je kompleksna aktivnost, potreba djeteta ¢ijim se zadovoljenjem potice cjelokupan razvoj
djeteta. lako je znacaj igre u djetinjstvu prepoznat od davnina, njena se pozicija i razumijevanje
mijenjalo ovisno o drustvenom i kulturnom kontekstu. Tehnoloski i znanstveni napredak
omogucio je sagledavanje znacaja igre na drugaciji nacin. Tako je dokazano da igra utjee na
mozak na viSe razina; izravno mijenjaju¢i njegovu strukturu i nacin funkcioniranja, a
posljedi¢no uzrokuje promjene koje su molekularne, stani¢ne 1 ponasajne prirode. Te promjene
su klju¢ne za procese ucenja te za razvoj prilagodljivih i prosocijalnih oblika ponasanja. Unato¢
tim spoznajama, igra se u druStvenom kontekstu jo$ uvijek Cesto sagledava kao nevazna,
trivijalna, neozbiljna. S druge strane, znanstvena zajednica te ekonomski i politicki sektori
prepoznaju igru kao kljucan element u stvaranju boljeg drustva, Sto mozZe uzrokovati pokusaje
standardiziranja i kontroliranja igre, ¢ime se sustinska vrijednost igre dovodi u pitanje.

Ovaj rad daje pregled dokumenata obrazovne politike u pojedinim zemljama Europe, a kojima
se nastoji urediti pravo djeteta na igru. Takoder, sazima, diskurskom kriticke analize,
suvremena znanstvena istrazivanja o igri te nastoji istraziti na koji se na¢in gleda na igru u
zivotu danasnjeg djeteta. Rad problematizira dva suprotna pogleda na igru, pedagogiju igre i
pedagogizaciju igre. Pedagoski pristup igri temelji se na koristenju igre kao sredstva za ucenje
I napredovanje djece. Taj pristup vidi igru kao esencijalnu djelatnost u razvojnim godinama,
koja djeci omogucuje istraZivanje, obrazovanje i napredak na spontan i zabavan nacin. No,
pedagogizacija igre odnosi se na koristenje igre unutar organiziranog i namjenskog odgojno-
obrazovnog okruZenja. U tom kontekstu, igra moZe ukljucivati aktivno sudjelovanje odraslih s
ciljem postizanja odredenih odgojno-obrazovnih rezultata. [ako oba koncepta isti¢u znacaj igre,
razlikuju se po metodama i namjeni upotrebe igre u odgojno-obrazovnom procesu.

U programskim dokumentima ranog 1 predskolskog odgoja i obrazovanja vecine zemalja, igra
se isti¢e kao dominantna metoda rada te se naglaSava potreba za njenim pracenjem i
dokumentiranjem. Pojedine drzave, poput Kanade, Irske ili Engleske igri su posvetile Citave
posebne dokumente. Znanstvena zajednica proufava ucinak igre na razvoj posebnih
kompetencija, poput STEM, digitalnih, a uvida se 1 neposredan utjecaj igre na djecu s
razvojnim teSko¢ama. Takoder, istrazuje se i utjecaj i interakcija djece s odraslima u igri te
nacin upliva odgajatelja u odgojno-obrazovnom procesu. Kada je igra u pitanju, zamjetan je
pad interesa drustva prijelazom djece iz dje¢jih vrti¢a u Skolski sustav.

Konacno, pravo je pitanje postuje li se u suvremenom svijetu dje¢je pravo na igru 1 kako
razumijemo to pravo. Razmisljajuci o igri kao dobrobiti djeteta, ali i procesu ka dobrobiti
odrasle osobe, mozemo li usmjeravanjem igre pospjesiti njen doprinos sreci i zdravlju djeteta
ili time guSimo neprepoznate potencijale koje bi mozda proizasle iz djecje slobodne igre? Jesu
li sigurnosni, zdravstveni i odgojni ciljevi kontroliranja igre ve¢ toliko presli to¢ku sustinske
dobrobiti, da se treba zapitati §to to ¢inimo djeci i njihovom pravu na igru?

THE CHILD'S RIGHT TO PLAY — FALSE OR REAL WELLBEING

The right to play is part of the developmental rights recognised by the Convention on the Rights
of the Child (UN, 1989). Play is a complex activity, the satisfaction of which stimulates the
entire development of the child. Although the importance of play in childhood has been
recognised since ancient times, its position and understanding has changed depending on the
social and cultural context. Technological and scientific progress has made it possible to
perceive the significance of the play in a different way. Thus, it has been proven that the play
affects the brain on several levels; directly altering its structure and way of functioning, and
consequently causing changes that are molecular, cellular and behavioural in nature. These
changes are crucial for learning processes and for the development of adaptive and prosocial
forms of behaviour. Despite these findings, the play is still often perceived in the social context
as unimportant, trivial, and frivolous. On the other hand, the scientific community and the
economic and political sectors recognize the play as a key element in creating a better society,
which can cause attempts to standardize and control the play, thus calling into question the
intrinsic value of the play.

This paper provides an overview of educational policy documents in certain European
countries, which seek to regulate the right of children to play. It also summarizes, through the
discourse of critical analysis, contemporary scientific research on play and tries to explore how
play is viewed in the life of today's child. The paper problematizes two opposing views on play,
pedagogy of play and pedagogisation of play. The pedagogical approach to play is based on
the use of play as a means for children to learn and progress. This approach sees play as an
essential activity in the developmental years, which allows children to explore, educate and
progress in a spontaneous and fun way. However, the pedagogisation of play refers to the use
of play within an organized and dedicated educational environment. In this context, play may
involve the active participation of adults with the aim of achieving certain educational
outcomes. Although both concepts emphasise the importance of the play, they differ in the
methods and purpose of using the play in the educational process.

In the curriculum documents of early childhood education and care of most countries, the play
stands out as the dominant method of work and the need for its monitoring and documentation
is emphasised. Some countries, such as Canada, Ireland or England, have dedicated entire
special documents to the play. The scientific community studies the effect of play on the
development of special competencies, such as STEM, digital, and the direct impact of play on
children with disabilities is recognized. Also, the influence and interaction of children with
adults in play and the way teachers influence in the educational process are explored. When it
comes to play, there is a noticeable decline in the interest of society with the transition of
children from kindergartens to the school system.

Finally, the real question is whether children's right to play is respected in the modern world
and how we understand this right. Thinking about play as a child's wellbeing, but also a process
towards the wellbeing of an adult, can we improve the child's contribution to the child's
happiness and health by directing play, or are we stifling the unrecognised potentials that might
arise from children’s free play? Have the safety, health and educational goals of controlling the
play already passed the point of essential wellbeing so much that we should ask ourselves what
we are doing to children and their right to play?

(ASTRO)PHYSICS FROM THE YOUNGEST OF AGE

Students have their first classes in physics and astronomy in higher grades of elementary and
secondary education, and usually physics then becomes one of their least favorite subjects. On
the other hand, at the youngest of age children often have their first encounter with science
through physics, which is the main component of the “wow science” we usually see in event
such are Science festivals and Researchers Night. Moreover, physics is also one of the key
components in play, giving ideal opportunity for introducing children to some basic physics
concepts through game play. The lesson we have the opportunity to learn here is why is physics
so easy and beloved among young children and how and why it gets so hard for school children.
In this lecture I will share some of my experiences from organising Science festivals and
Researcher’s night, as well as some experiences from gamified education, which can help us
understand this longstanding issue.

DISKURZIVNA KONSTRUKCIJA DETINJSTVA NEOLIBERALIZMA:
IMPLIKACIJE PO RANO OBRAZOVANJE | DOBROBIT DETETA

Rad je posvecen analizi diskurzivne konstrukcije detinjstva u neoliberalnom druStvenom
kontekstu i njenim mogu¢im posledicama po ucinke ranog obrazovanja na dobrobit deteta.
Diskurzivne konstrukcije odrazavaju i oblikuju Sire drustvene, ekonomske 1 politicke tokove.
Neoliberalizam kao ideoloski rezim koji ekonomizuje druStvo svojom naglasenom trziSnom
logikom, kompetitivnos¢u i individualizmom, uti¢e na nacine na koje se detinjstvo percipira,
vrednuje 1 organizuje kako unutar drustvenog sistema, tako i unutar podsistema obrazovanja te
samim tim i ranog obrazovanja. U radu se prvo razmatra neoliberalni diskurzivni konstrukt
“super deteta” — deteta punog potencijala, spremnog za nove izazove, kako u obrazovanju, tako
1 u karijeri, konkurentnog, individualizovanog bica koje prihvata rizike i sposobno je da
nadmasi samo sebe. Ovaj diskurs naglasava vaznost ranog obrazovanja kao temelja za buduci
ekonomski uspeh, ¢ime se detinjstvo instrumentalizuje u svrhu postizanja ekonomskih ciljeva.
Deca se tretiraju kao “investicije u ljudski kapital” i “preduzetnici sopstvenog ucenja”, kao
budu¢i radnici ¢iji ¢e uspeh doprineti globalnoj konkurentnosti nacije. Potom se razmatraju
utemeljenja ovog konstukta u novim istrazivanjima i teorijama (nauka o mozgu), ali i u
ozivljavanju starijih teorijskih resursa (Vigotski). Na kraju rada iznose se moguce posledice
kompleksne 1 ¢esto konfliktne obrazovne politike ranog obrazovanja zasnovane na diskursu
“super deteta” po dobrobit deteta koja podrazumeva holisticki pristup, pristup koji balansira
trzine zahteve sa potrebama za emocionalnim, socijalnim i kreativnim razvojem dece i koji
moze biti odrziviji model za dugoroc¢ni razvoj i sre¢u dece.

THE DISCURSIVE CONSTRUCTION OF CHILDHOOD IN NEOLIBERALISM:
IMPLICATIONS FOR EARLY EDUCATION AND CHILD WELL-BEING

This paper is dedicated to analyzing the discursive construction of childhood within a
neoliberal societal context and its potential consequences for early education and child well-
being. Discursive constructions both reflect and shape broader social, economic, and political
trends. Neoliberalism, as an ideological regime that economizes society with its pronounced
market logic, competitiveness, and individualism, influences how childhood is perceived,
valued, and organized within the societal system and the education subsystem, including early
education. Initially, the paper examines the neoliberal discursive construct of the ,,super child”
—a child perceived as full of potential, ready for new challenges in both education and career,
a competitive, individualized being that accepts risks and is capable of surpassing itself. This
discourse emphasizes the importance of early education as a foundation for future economic
success, thereby instrumentalizing childhood to achieve economic goals. Children are treated
as ,,investments in human capital”; and entrepreneurs of their learning, envisioned as future
workers whose success will contribute to the nations global competitiveness. Subsequently, the
paper explores the foundations of this construct in new research and theories (brain science)
and the revival of older theoretical resources (Vygotsky). In the final section, the paper
discusses the potential consequences of complex and often conflicting early education policies
based on the discourse of the ,,super child” for child well-being. This well-being implies a
holistic approach, balancing market demands with the needs for the emotional, social, and



creative development of children, which could be a more sustainable model for their long-term
development and happiness.

POTICAINIM OKRUZJEM DO DOBROBITI DJECE — ODGAJATELISKA PERSPEKTIVA

Osiguravanje dobrobiti djece integrativni je proces osobnog razvoja i stvaranja pozitivnih
socijalnih odnosa u kvalitetnom, podrzavaju¢em i poticajnom okruzju. Esencijalno jedinstvo
igre, ucenja i poucCavanja poti¢e se u poticajnom okruzju dje¢jeg vrtica ¢ime se ostvaruje
pristupacnost i inkluzija sve djece. U takvom okruzju, asimiliraju¢i nova znanja, djeca uce
iskustveno. Igrom, u poticajnom okruzju, djeca uce cine¢i te akomodiraju prethodno
asimilirana znanja u skladu s novim idejama. Pedagoski pripremljeno okruzje omoguéuje djeci
(su)konstruktivisti¢ko ucenje kroz igru. U vezi s time, uloga je odgajatelja proaktivno stvarati
stimulativno okruzje koje omogucuje integraciju fizickog, socijalnog i logickog znanja djece.
Nastavno na odgovornost odgajatelja u osiguravanju prethodno istaknutih procesa, cilj je ovog
istrazivanja bio dobiti uvid u procjene odgajatelja o poticajnom okruzju sobe dnevnog boravka
odgojne skupine dje¢jeg vrtica u kojem rade. Istrazivanje je dizajnirano u skladu s
kvantitativnom paradigmom, a provedeno je metodom anketiranja. Istrazivanje je uzorkovano
na neprobabilistickom, odnosno neslu¢ajnom prigodnom uzorku od 122 odgajatelja zaposlenih
u dje¢jim vrti¢ima diljem Republike Hrvatske. U istrazivanju su sudjelovali odgajatelji
pripravnici, odgajatelji predSkolske djece i nestru¢ne zamjene vise 1 visoke strucne spreme,
odnosno odgajatelji koji mentoriraju studente na stru¢noj praksi. Istrazivanje je provedeno
tijekom travnja i svibnja 2024. godine. Istrazivacki instrument kreiran je u svrhu provedbe
ovog istrazivanja. Upitnik je sadrzavao 40 Cestica pripadajucih podskala koje pokrivaju
podrucja prostornog, socijalnog, materijalnog i organizacijskog konteksta okruzja u dje¢jem
vrti¢u, poruka koje prostor Salje djeci, podrucja integracije raznih razli¢itosti; od inkluzije djece
s teSko¢ama u razvoju, do integriranja podru¢ja znanosti, umjetnosti i tehnologije te
odgajateljskih kompetencija u skladu s holistickim pogledom na dijete. 1z rezultata je vidljivo
da odgajatelji visoko procjenjuju veéinu Cestica. Konkretno, rezultati su pokazali da veéinu
varijabli odgajatelji procjenjuju s visokim vrijednostima, dok su neSto niZe procijenjene
vrijednosti na varijablama koje su vezane uz arhitektonska rjeSenja samog prostora dje¢jeg
vrtica. Odgajatelji su visoko procijenili svoje okruzje u kojem djeluju te ¢iji su kreatori.
Prethodno navedeno dovodi u pitanje njihovu objektivnost tijekom procesa procjenjivanja
prostora u kojem svakodnevno rade i borave. Dakle, varijable koje su osrednje procijenjene
jesu one koje su neovisno o radu odgajatelja, odnosno one ¢ija uspjesnost provedbe i kvaliteta
ne ovise o samom odgajatelju. StatistiCki znacajna razlika utvrdena je medu pojedinim
Cesticama skala s obzirom na karakteristike odgojne skupine u kojoj odgajatelji rade.
Varijablama, stupanj obrazovanja odgajatelja te radni staz u odnosu na fazu njihovog
profesionalnog razvoja, nisu utvrdene statisticki znacajne razlike na Cesticama podskala.
Doprinos istrazivanja uvida se u akomodiranju teorijskih saznanja o poticajnom okruZju u
sustavu ranog i predskolskog odgoja i obrazovanja. Takoder, doprinos se uvida u utvrdivanju
smjernica za inicijalno obrazovanje uz cjelozivotno ucenje budué¢ih odgajatelja i odgajatelja
prakticara u svrhu osnazivanja njihovih kompetencija za kreiranje poticajnog okruzja te u
konacnici osiguravanje dobrobiti djece u sustavu ranog 1 predSkolskog odgoja i obrazovanja, a
s time 1 drustva buduénosti.

A STIMULATING LEARNING ENVIRONMENT FOR CHILDREN’S WELL-BEING — PRESCHOOL
TEACHERS’ PERSPECTIVE

Ensuring children’s well-being is an integrative process of personal development and the
creation of positive social relationships in a quality, supportive and stimulating environment.
The essential unity of play, learning and teaching is encouraged in the stimulating environment
of the kindergarten, which ensures the accessibility and inclusion of all children. In such an
environment, assimilating new knowledge, children learn experientially.Through play, in a
stimulating learning environment, children learn by doing, andaccommodate previously
assimilated knowledge in accordance with new ideas. The pedagogically prepared environment
enables children to (co)construct learning through play. The role of preschool teachers is to
proactively create a stimulating environment that enables the integration of children’s physical,
social and logical knowledge. Further to the responsibility of preschool teachers in ensuring
the previously highlighted processes, thegoal of this research was to gain insight into the
preschool teachers’ assessments of the stimulating environment of the kindergarten spaces
where they work. The research was designed in accordance with the quantitative paradigm, and
was conducted using the survey method. The research was sampled on a non-probabilistic, i.e.
non-random, appropriate sample of 122 preschool teachers working in Kkindergartens
throughout the Republic of Croatia. Participating in the research were interns, preschool
teachers and non-professional substitutes with undergraduate and graduate professional
qualifications, that is, preschool teachers who mentor students on professional practice in their
initial education. The research was conducted during April and May 2024. The research
instrument was created for the purpose of conducting this research. The questionnaire
contained 40 variables that cover the areas of the spatial, social, material and organizational
context of the environment in the kindergarten, the messages that space sends to children, areas
of integration of various differences; from the inclusion of children with developmental
disabilities, to the integration of the fields of science, art and technology, and educational
competencies in accordance with a holistic view of children. It is evident from the results that
preschool teachers rate most of the variables highly. In particular, the results showed that most
of the variables were evaluated by preschool teachers with high values, while slightly lower
values were estimated for the variables related to the architectural solutions of the kindergarten
space itself. Preschool teachers highly evaluated their environment in which they operate and
whose creators they are. The foregoing calls into question their objectivity during the process
of evaluating the space in which they work and live on a daily basis. So, the variables that are
moderately evaluated are those that are independent of the preschool teachers’ work, that is,
those whose implementation success and quality do not depend on the teacher himself. A
statistically significant difference was found among the individual parts of the scales with
regard to the characteristics of the educational group in which the preschool teachers work. No
statistically significant differences were found for the variables, the level of preschool teachers’
education and the length of service in relation to the stage of their professional development.
The contribution of the research can be seen in the accommodation of theoretical knowledge
about the stimulating learning environment in the system of early childhood education and
care. Also, the contribution is seen in establishing guidelines for initial education along with
lifelong learning of future preschool teachers and practicing teachers for the purpose of
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strengthening their competences for creating a stimulating learning environment and ultimately
ensuring the children’s well- being in the system of early childhood education and care, and
thus the society of the future.

Intersubject correlation in the elementary school curriculum is not sufficiently stressed or
applied, while it is, in fact, of the utmost importance for proper acquisition of knowledge in
scientific disciplines. Effective knowledge-linking processes are enabled precisely applying
STEM methods, which are quite underrated in elementary school teaching practice. The
application of modern educational technologies and scientific knowledge in teaching today is
not in line with the dizzying development of science and technology. STEM education involves
otrial and error” as a necessary element in making great achievements. Only experiential
knowledge acquired through students’ independent practical work along with the activation of
multiple senses ensures proper acquisition and application of the acquired knowledge. STEM
methods application helps overcome insufficient intersubject correlation, enabling optimal
learning and acquisition of functional knowledge. This paper aims to show how content
processing using STEM methods can be realized in a more interesting and meaningful way
through workshop activities. By performing simple experiments, children are encouraged to
collaborate, explore, reflect and connect knowledge from natural subjects with mathematics,
technology and engineering. This approach results in the acquisition of many cross-curricular
competencies and skills for the 21st century (so-called soft skills) in children. By linking
theoretical knowledge with practical skills, children adopted simple techniques of STEM
methods and acquired new authentic experiences.

CHILDREN AND THE MEDIA -CODE ON PROTECTION OF CHILDREN FROM EXCESSIVE USE OF
TELEVISION AND MOBILE PHONES
Biljana Loteska

Media has become an indispensable part of everyday life, providing information,
entertainment, and education. The number of media that children have access to is increasing
year by year. After television, countless cable channels, and video games, it was the turn of
mobile phones with millions of Internet pages that children increasingly want to ,,master”.
However, the excessive use of television and mobile phones among children is a serious
problem that can have negative consequences for their physical, psychological, and social
development. Therefore, it is necessary to establish appropriate frameworks and rules for the
protection of children from the harmful influence of the media. This paper will deal with the
research of the current situation, defining the problem and proposing a Code that would
contribute to the protection of children. The need to create the Code arose from everyday life
in which more and more children encounter a mobile phone in their hands, as well as from
everyday work as an educator who increasingly encounters the negative effects of the use of
various media (later speech development, lack of attention for other activities, more difficult
socialization, etc.) So far, this research has included 50 kindergarten parents who answered
survey questions from which the conclusion itself emerged, namely: parents play cartoons on
television or give them mobile phones to their children for most of the day. What should be
particularly emphasized is that
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parents play more unverified content and less educational content, which means that they allow
them to watch television or on the phone, just to finish some work, but sometimes it takes
longer than expected, and so they are within reach of the children hand games, cartoons, and
clips that promote violence. The main goal of this work is to protect children from excessive
use of various media and raise awareness of the negative effects of their use, for parents and
guardians of children. Other principles that accompany this work are: promotion of alternative
activities, such as providing opportunities for physical activity, creative games, and socializing,
then content regulation, i.e. ensuring access to quality and educational content, as well as
content quality-promoting programs that encourage learning, socialization, and physical
activity. Children are particularly sensitive to the negative effects of excessive media use. By
creating and implementing the Code for the Protection of Children from Excessive Use of
Television and Mobile Phones, we can significantly reduce risks and encourage healthy
development of children. Education, regulation of time and content, and promotion of
alternative activities are key elements of these measures. The cooperation of parents, educators,
and legislators is necessary to ensure a safe media environment for children.

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LITERATURE FOR CHILDREN — OPPORTUNITY TO LEARN ABOUT THE WORLD AROUND US

In this article, we refer to an opportunity to talk about science fiction as a genre that is present
in childrens literature, through the interpretation of the science fiction book “Starry Jungle” by
the Macedonian childrens author Jagoda Mihajlovska-Georgieva. Science fiction will only be
our starting point to stimulate the curiosity of children-readers about the world around us and
beyond. In the focus of today's knowledge about the universe there are various theories about
its size and about its specifics which, as the knowledge of the scientific elite changes, so do the
scientific theses about all its peculiarities. ,,Starry Jungle” is a successful attempt by the author
to bring that world, for many imaginary, closer to childrens readers in a simple way, through
play and adventure. The book is a fun adventure of two children who travel with their friends
through the infinite universe and through their journeys learn about the unusual phenomena in
it, and get acquainted with the starry expanse of our Solar System, all while reading a book.
Although the age of the two brothers Edan and Asja is not indicated, the context suggests that
they are in the upper grades of primary education, and may even be on the verge of early
adolescence, due to the manifestation of certain feelings towards the opposite sex. However,
the brothers adventure is just an opportunity to talk about more important topics, such as - the
importance of reading books, friendship and respecting friends by keeping shared secrets,
encouraging tolerance and mutual acceptance of people regardless of their religion, gender or
ethnicity or skin color, to remove gender stereotypes for girls as the weaker sex, to work on
oneself and ownes own development, not to be in a hurry when acting/speaking, to admit
mistakes, not to frighten children for no reason, to work on overcoming what scares them, to
avoid talking to unknown people, etc. With the relevant points, the author contributes to the
development of the childs personality, developing the sense of solidarity, empathy and nobility,
as well as respect and acceptance of differences.

We believe that introducing young readers to this type of literature simultaneously contributes
to increasing their motivation, creativity, and interest in learning.

SERBIAN LITERATURE OF THE 18TH AND 19TH CENTURIES IN MODERN TEACHING: ANALYSIS
OF THE SHORT STORIES CICA JORDAN AND IBIS-AGA BY STEVAN SREMAC AND THE COMEDY
LAZA | PARALAZA BY JOVAN STERIA POPOVIC

Unlike traditional teaching, modern teaching puts the student’s activity and independence in
the foreground. In modern teaching, the student is not in the role of a passive listener, but a
person who thinks, analyses, develops a critical opinion and takes his own position. The paper
has the following aims: 1) to look at the modern teaching of literature, 2) to contribute to its
development and 3) to contribute to the future methodical processing of works of Serbian
literature of the 18th and 19th centuries. For the purposes of this paper, three teaching units
were taken into consideration. The short stories Ci¢a Jordan and Ibis-aga by Stevan Sremac
and the comedy Laza and paralaza by Jovan Sterija Popovi¢ were analyzed. All teaching units
were implemented in the fifth grade of elementary school. The processing of the short story
Cica Jordan includes: conversation with students about good-hearted (noble) people from their
environment, analysis of the speech of those people, analysis of the characters and their actions,
analysis of their speech, adoption of literary and linguistic concepts, correlation of literature
teaching with other areas (student experience, psychology, language teaching, film art,
previous material), highlighting the theme of the short story, highlighting the ideas of the short
story. On the other hand, processing of the short story Ibis-aga includes: restoration of the
previous material (Ci¢a Jordan), analysis of the main character, analysis of his speech, making
a parallel between the character of ¢i¢a Jordan and the character of Ibis-aga, correlation of
literature teaching with other fields (previous material, language teaching, psychology,
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religious teaching), highlighting the theme of the short story, highlighting the ideas of the short
story. The processing of the comedy Laza i Paralaza includes: presentation on lying and baron
Munchausen, analysis of characters and their actions, analysis of their speech, adoption of
literary and linguistic concepts, correlation of literature teaching with other fields (language
teaching, psychology, performing arts), highlighting the theme of the comedy, highlighting the
ideas of the comedy. By implementing these teaching units, we reached the following results:
1) orientation of students to independent work and research; 2) student's creativity; 3)
motivation at the department level and 4) greater interest of students in Serbian literature of the
18th and 19th centuries. Our lesson preparations show that studying literature can be effective
and interesting.

KNJIZEVNA ZAVICAINA BASTINA U ZIVOTU SUVREMENOG DJETETA (UZ PRIMJER SKOLSKOG
PROJEKTA O LIKU | DJELU DRAGE GERVAISA

Zavicajnost kao bitnu ¢ovjekovu odrednicu valja sagledati 1 u aktualnom Zivotu suvremenog
djeteta koje zavicajni identitet zivi u slozenim okolnostima globalizacije. Stoga je potrebno
konkretnim primjerima osmisljavati strategije njegovanja djetetove zavicajne pripadnosti koje
omogucuju njegov skladan razvoj kao bi¢a u rastu i razvoju. Usprkos misljenjima i
argumentima mnogih hrvatskih teoreticara i1 praktiCara, posebice na podrucju Istre, da bi
cjelokupni odgojno-obrazovni sustav trebao biti proZzet na¢elom zavicajnosti, jo§ uvijek ne
postoji sustavni kurikularni pristup zavicajnoj kulturi u hrvatskom osnovnoskolskom sustavu.
Cilj je ovoga rada prikazati elemente kojima knjizevnost moze doprijeti i do svakodnevice
aktualnog djecjeg recipijenta povezujuéi ga s vlastitim zavi¢ajnim identitetom i to kroz
osmis$ljeni teorijsko-prakticni koncept organizacije nastave kao bitnog dijela Zivota
suvremenog djeteta, a koji podrazumijeva zavicajnost kao kompleksan sadrzaj. Polazi se od
postavki istarskih teoreticara da se zavi¢ajnost moZze promatrati kao emocionalna, knjiZevna,
pedagoska 1 didaktiCko-metodicka kategorija te definirati kao poseban tip senzibilnosti. U tom
okviru, zavi¢aj kao knjizevnu kategoriju moguce je promatrati i kroz prizmu upoznavanja
ucenika s knjizevnim autorima koji obraduju zavicajnu tematiku, pri cemu se odabiru vrhunska
knjizevna djela. Pri tome se pojam zavicaja i zavi¢ajnosti moze razmatrati i s dijalektoloskoga
stajaliSta, naime zaviCajnoga govora kao izvornog govora nekog kraja koji ima dijalektalna
obiljeZja i razlikuje se od standardnoga jezika. Stovise, pojedini zavi¢ajni govor, koji se moze
zvati 1 zavi€ajni jezik, svoju potvrdu dobiva u zavicajnim knjizevnostima, a one su sastavnim
dijelom nacionalne knjizevnosti. Kako takvu dijalektalnu knjiZzevnu poruku o zavi¢aju primaju
suvremeni recipijenti u osnovnojskoli 1 kako posredovati na najbolji moguci nacin, odnosno
koja su nam sredstva, metode, nacini, strategije pri tome dostupni, temeljna su pitanja ovoga
rada. Kako bi se odgovorilo na ta pitanja u ovom se radu ponajprije kroz prizmu teorijskih
prinosa iz djecje zavicajne i dijalektne knjizevnosti analizira lik i djelo hrvatskog knjizevnika
Drage Gervaisa (Opatija, 18. 04. 1904. — Sezana, 1. 07. 1957.) koji je zaduzio hrvatsku
knjizevnost svojom Cakavskom antologijskom poezijom. U toj je poeziji pjevao o svojem
djetinjstvu 1 zavi€aju na isto¢noj obali Istre. Te pjesme, iako nisu pisane za djecu, vrlo su
omiljene 1 kod djecjih recipijenata, a nasle su svoje mjesto u antologijama hrvatske djecje
knjizevnosti te Citankama 1 udzbenicima. U tom okviru se kao primjer stvaralacke primjene u
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nastavnoj praksi prikazuje konkretan Skolski projekt ,,Gervaisu za 120 let* koji je povodom

LOCAL LITERARY HERITAGE IN THE LIFE OF THE CONTEMPORARY CHILD (USING THE
EXAMPLE OF A SCHOOL PROJECT ON THE CHARACTER AND WORK OF DRAGO GERVAIS

Local heritage, as a key aspect of human identity, is crucial in the life of contemporary children,
who navigate their local identity amidst globalization. Therefore, it is essential to create
strategies, with practical examples, to foster a childs sense of local belonging and support their
harmonious development. Despite the support from many Croatian theorists and practitioners,
especially in Istria, for embedding local heritage in the educational system, there is still no
systematic curricular approach to local culture in Croatian primary schools. This paper aims to
demonstrate how literature can connect with the daily lives of contemporary children, linking
them to their local identity through a well-designed theoretical and practical teaching strategy
that includes local heritage as a core component. The approach is based on Istrian theorists
views that local heritage can be seen as an emotional, literary, pedagogical, and didactic-
methodological category, defining it as a unique type of sensitivity. In this context, local
heritage in literature can be introduced by familiarizing students with authors who explore local
themes and selecting high-quality literary works. Additionally, local heritage can be examined
from a dialectological perspective, highlighting the local dialects as native languages distinct
from the standard language. Some local dialects, considered local languages, find their
expression in local literatures, which are integral parts of national literature. The central
questions addressed in this paper are how primary school students receive dialectal literary
messages about local heritage and the best ways to mediate these messages, identifying
available means, methods, and strategies. To answer these questions, the paper focuses on the
Croatian writer DragoGervais (Opatija, April 18, 1904 — Sezana, July 1, 1957) through the lens
of theoretical contributions from childrens local and dialect literature. Gervais made a
significant impact on Croatian literature with his Chakavian anthological poetry, reflecting his
childhood and homeland on the eastern coast of Istria. Though not originally written for
children, his poems are very popular among young readers and have been included in
anthologies of Croatian childrens literature, readers, and textbooks. A practical application of
these concepts is illustrated through the school project ,,Gervais for 120 Years” conducted in
the 2023/2024 school year at an elementary school named after Gervais, commemorating the
120th anniversary of his birth. The project activities were centered around Gervais verses, with
poems such as ,,Mor¢i¢”, , Tresete”, ,,Pod Uckun” and ,,Pipa”, forming the basis of larger
project segments. This approach of affirming local heritage principles complements and aligns
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with the fundamental principles of literary education, influencing the development of childrens
language and literary-artistic competencies through their encounter with local literary works.

Prilog je usmeren ka podsticanju i razvoju citalacke pismenosti, koja u predskolskom i
ranoSkolskom periodu podsti¢e razvoj temeljnih sposobnosti za prenoSenje, pre svega,
vizuelnih slika i simbola u smisleni jezik. Polazimo od grade ¢italacke pismenosti, koju
vaspitivaci 1 ucitelji u skladu sa sposobnos¢u dece i1 ucenika sistematski razvijaju na svim
podru¢jima aktivnosti u vrtiéu i u svim predmetima u osnovnoj Skoli. Kori§¢ene su razlicite
metode nau¢nog istrazivanja, koje se odnose na istrazivanje u jeziku i knjizevnosti. Prilikom
predstavljanja grade ¢italacke pismenosti koris¢ena je deskriptivna metoda opisivanja veé
poznatih cCinjenica. Metodu analize koristili smo prilikom proucavanja odabrane kratke
realisti¢ke prie autora Zige X Gombaca i Maje Kastelic Adam i tuba (2022), na osnovu koje
pokazujemo, kako se uz knjizevno delo moze razvijati grada Citalacke pismenosti. Temeljna
grada Citalacke pismenosti je recnik, jer poznavanje re¢i i njihove upotrebe uslovljava razvoj
govora, a to je jedan od vaznijih zadataka vrtica posto je razvoj u tom periodu najintenzivniji.
Preduslov za uspeSan pocetak opismenjavanja je fonetska svest, koja igra centralnu ulogu u
usvajanju Citalackih sposobnosti i1 te¢nog cCitanja u alfabetskom sistemu pisanja, dok
razumevanje koncepta lektire omogucava smisleno povezivanje kodova komuniciranja,
odnosno holisti¢ko Citanje multimodalnih tekstova. Razumevanje tekstova je u uzajamnom
odnosu sa motivacijom za Citanje, posebno sa prelistavanjem lektire 1 pazljivim sluSanjem
¢itanja u predskolskom periodu te udubljivanjem u Citanje 1 istrajnoS¢u prilikom ¢itanja u
1.trijadi osnovne $kole. Prihvatanje teksta deca i u¢enici pokazuju stvaranjem odgovarajucih i
smislenih (govorenih i pisanih) tekstova o proc¢itanom tekstu, koris¢enjem procitanog u novim
situacijama, dok istovremeno razvijaju logi¢no miSljenje i uspostavljaju kriticki odnos,
odnosno izrazavaju svoje mi$ljenje i vrednuju tekstove na temelju sopstvenih iskustava i
razumevanja procitanog teksta.

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READING AS A CHILDREN’S EVERYDAY ACTIVITY AND THE FOUNDATION
FOR DEVELOPING READING LITERACY

This paper focuses on promoting and developing reading literacy that encourages the
development of the basic skills of translating, in particular, visual images and symbols into
meaningful language in the pre-and early-school years. We start from the components of
reading literacy, which are systematically developed by educators and teachers in all areas of
kindergarten activities and in all subjects in primary school, according to childrens and pupils
abilities. Different theoretical research methods were used, related to language and literature
research. The descriptive method of describing already-known facts was used when presenting
the components of reading literacy. The method of analysis was applied to the study of a
selected short realistic story by Ziga X Gomba¢ and Maja Kastelic, Adam and his Tuba (2022),
which is used to show how the components of reading literacy can be developed alongside a
literary work. Vocabulary is a fundamental component of reading literacy, as knowledge of
words and their use is a prerequisite for speech development, which is one of the most
important tasks of kindergarten, as development is most intense during this period.
Phonological awareness is also a prerequisite for a successful start in literacy, as it plays a
central role in the acquisition of reading fluency in the alphabetic writing system,
comprehending the concept of reading material enables the meaningful integration of
communicative codes or the integrated reading of multimodal texts. Text understanding is
interrelated with motivation to read, in particular flipping through reading materials and
listening attentively to reading in the pre-primary period, and engagement and persistence in
reading in the first period of education. Children and pupils respond to texts by producing
appropriate and meaningful (spoken and written) texts about what they have read, by applying
what they have read to new situations, at the same time developing logical thinking, critical
attitudes, and expressing their opinions and evaluating texts based on their own experiences
and understanding of what they have read.

DAILY ROUTINE AS A FACTOR FOR HOLISTIC DEVELOPMENT IN PRE-SCHOOL CHILDREN

The experience gained from the ,,Program for Social Cohesion and Cultural Dialogue”, which
was implemented in all preschool institutions in the Republic of Macedonia, in our educational
work imposed the need to apply new strategies and techniques to encourage the socio-
emotional development of children. After three months of intensive work with the children
with the daily application of several techniques, we obtained extraordinary results. Each of us
worked separately, so we compared it between us and we were sure that this program can give
extremely good results in the development of socio-emotional intelligence in preschool
children. We wanted to compare our findings with other educators who worked under this
program. Why it is important to apply ,,daily routines” during the child's stay in kindergarten,
as well as in what way they contribute to a better holistic development of the child, prompted
us to do research to see what benefits children and educators have from the application of the
routine in the kindergarten. We wanted to check how and if those daily routines made the work
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of educators easier, how they contributed to the easier implementation of daily planning and
daily activities. The results of the research showed that the application of routines encourages
socio-emotional development, as in our case. But also that its development significantly affects
and contributes to a faster and easier holistic development of the child. The key benefits are:
greater independence, self-confidence and independence, self-control, stress reduction, self-
awareness, self-respect and respect and awareness of the environment, developing healthy
habits, encouraging creativity, and all together contribute to better cognitive abilities and
general knowledge in the child.

PARTICIPATION OF CHILDREN IN EDUCATIONAL PRACTICE

How important childhood is, the fact that it is a formative period of life that involves raising,
respecting and appreciating the child speaks for itself. Every children’s right to childhood is
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determined by the rights that belong to him as a citizen. In support of this, the Convention on
the Rights of the Child speaks, which, in addition to protective and ensuring rights, recognizes
the importance of participatory rights for the child. If it is taken into account that participation
represents one of the four principleson which the aforementioned document is based and that
it is singled out as a separate article, the meaning of this term in educational practice is
discussed in the paper. The participating child is actively involved in the exchange process and
the influence he has leads to the construction of common meanings, which leads to a different
approach to the child. Observing and learning about the children's perspective and experience
implies new ways of communicating with children. The paper analyzes the importance of
consulting with children, that is, the concept of listening pedagogy is discussed. The effort to
understand the child, the meaning of his activities, as well as the role that different activities
play in creating the childrens knowledge and understanding of the world around him, reflects
both on the role of the educator and on the entire practice of the kindergarten. Therefore,
questions arise regarding the actions of the educator and the ways in which he can support the
process of childrens participation and at the same time contribute to the creation of kindergarten
as an environment in which cooperation, joint decision-making and mutual respect of children
and adults are fostered.

KINDERGARTEN ACCORDING TO CHILDREN’S NEEDS
Jelena Petkovi¢, Vera Jovanovi¢, Marina Jankovic
“Radost” Kindergarten, Cacak, Serbia

The paper illustrates how we built a learning community by connecting kindergartens with the
local community, enabling children to affirm their own ideas and initiatives, and enjoy the
wonders they love, which makes them joyful and showcases their interests to everyone at the
kindergarten. During self-evaluation, we identified that consulting children was a weak point
of our institution. We aimed to improve this aspect so that childrens perspectives align with
program development. Consulting involved leading discussions with children about how they
feel in groups, what they envision for the space, their preferred activities in kindergarten, their
ideal kindergarten environment, and what makes them feel loved and safe. We conducted
research in six groups: four pre-school year groups implementing their work outside the
institution and two groups from the city area, including the institutions headquarters.
Representatives from the city of Cacak, under the project ,,People Make the City” contacted
the director of our institution upon the mayors request to involve our research groups in a
project conducted by Cagak with support from the Ministry of Family Care and Demography
and the United Nations Development Program. The mayor welcomed us, and the children were
eager to express their desires for the kindergarten. He explained whom they needed to inform
and how kindergarten construction proceeds. The children pointed out it was too complicated
why they couldnt ask children ,,what would like and they will live” We received a promise that
the city is one step away from building kindergarten in Zablace and will try to adapt the yard
as we wish, so they will equip it.

Rutine i rituali, kao deo Zivotno-prakti¢nih aktivnosti, su aktivnosti u kojima deca ranog uzrasta
provode najvise vremena. Predstavljaju situacije koje su izuzetno vazne, ali nedovoljno
istrazene u institucionalnim okvirima. U dostupnoj literaturi dominantna je njihova analiza u
porodi¢nim uslovima, te otuda predmet ovog istrazivanja predstavlja analiza ovih situacija u
kontekstu de¢jeg vrtica. Osnovni cilj istrazivanja je identifikovanje rutina i rituala dece
predskolskog uzrasta, kao 1 detaljan opis najucestalijih. Uzorak istrazivanja je Cinilo 50
vaspitno-obrazovnih grupa svih uzrasta u vrti¢cima u Novom Sadu, a podaci su prikupljeni
putem sistematskog posmatranja od strane studenata Visoke Skole strukovnih studija za
obrazovanje vaspitaca u Novom Sadu tokom stru¢ne prakse u prisustvu vaspitaca mentora.
Imajuéu u vidu ovaj prigodan uzorak, rezultati ukazuju da su kultruno-higijenske navike i
obedovanje najzastupljenije rutine, dok su se za rituale izdvojili obelezavanje decijih
rodendana i rituali pri dolasku i odlasku dece. Deskriptivni opisi evidentiranih rutina i rituala
ukazuju na izrazenu participaciju dece, kao i1 na znacajnu podrSku vaspitaca u cilju
implementacije ovih aktivnosti kao integralnog dela programa vrti¢a. Takode, u praksi se
dogada da pojedine rutine imaju karakteristike rituala, Sto ukazuje na vaznost i potrebu
distinkcije ovih bliski, ali razli¢itih domena. Kada je re¢ o vremenskoj uslovljenosti, rutinske
aktivnosti su najces¢e dnevne, dok su rituali ravnomerno rasporedeni na dnevne, nedeljne i
mesecne. Rutine 1 rituali sa svojim karakteristikama predstavljaju svakodnevne prilike za
uspostavljanje 1 odrzavanje interakcije 1 odnosa na razli¢itim relacijama, te je otuda njihova
vaznost neupitna. Posebno je dominanta vrSnjacka interakcija koja deci pruza priliku da
razvijaju socijalno-emocionalne vestine i kompetencije, kao i da izgrade osecaj zajednistva.

Preporuka je da se aktivnosti razvijaju kontinuirano, u skladu sa individualnim ritmom svakog
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deteta i usaglaseno sa porodicom. Takode, vazno je da deca ucestvuju u donosenju pravila u
grupi, u odluc¢ivanju i time doprinose zajednickom cilju, jer obavljaju aktivnosti koje su vazne
za celu grupu i doprinose njenoj koheziji. Na taj nacin se razvija ose¢aj predvidivosti, sigurnosti
I pripadnosti grupi. Sve navedeno zadovoljava detetovu izvornu potrebu da bude aktivan

ROUTINES AND RITUALS IN PRESCHOOLS IN NOVI SAD

Tamara Radovanovi¢, Ugljesa Coli¢, Vesna Coli¢

Routines and rituals, as part of practical life activities, are the activities in which children in
their early years spend the most time. They represent critical situations but are insufficiently
explored in institutional frameworks. In the available literature, the analysis of such activities
in family conditions is dominant. Therefore, the subject of this research is the analysis of these
situations in the context of a preschool. The main goal is to identify the routines and rituals of
preschool children, as well as to describe the most frequent ones. The research sample consists
of 50 vocational educational groups of all ages in the preschools of Novi Sad, and students of
the Preschool Teacher Training College in Novi Sad collected the data through systematic
observation during professional practice in the presence of preschool teacher-mentors.
Considering this convenience sample, the results indicate that hygiene culture habits and dining
are the most represented routines. When it comes to rituals, the marking of children’s birthdays
and rituals for the arrival and departure of children were singled out. The descriptive portrayals
of recorded routines and rituals indicate a broad participation of children, amongst significant
support of teachers to implement these activities as an integral part of the preschool program.
Additionally, in practice, certain routines have the characteristics of rituals, which indicates the
importance and need to distinguish these close but different domains. Concerning temporal
conditioning, routine activities are often daily, while rituals are evenly distributed over daily,
weekly and monthly. Routines and rituals and their characteristics represent daily opportunities

for establishing and maintaining interaction and connection in various relationships, which
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makes their importance unquestionable. Peer interaction is particularly dominant, which
provides children with the opportunity to develop social and emotional skills and competencies,
as well as to build a sense of community. A recommendation is that the activities should
develop continuously, following the individual rhythm of each child and in agreement with the
family. In addition, it is important that children participate in setting up rules in the group and
decision-making and thus contribute to the common goal because they perform activities that
are important for the whole group and contribute to its cohesion. Thus, they develop a sense of
predictability, security, and belonging to the group. All of the above satisfies the child's original
need to be an active participant in his/her development, which, among other things, contributes
to the support and realization of all dimensions of children's well-being as the ultimate goal of

preschool pedagogy and education.

It binds to illustration and picture book and because of
visual story telling it is suitable for being used in work with preschool children. An action
research is conducted in work, which for a goal had revealing the ways in which comic book
,unfinished world” by Andnadin Jasarevic (,,Nedovrseni svet”) affects on developing
imagination and thinking with children both preschool and elementary school of age. With this
research totally fifty one children is included — thirty children from Preschool institution
,,Pelica” from Sremska Mitrovica and twenty one children form elementary school ,,Dobrosav
Radosavljevic Narod” from Macvanska Mitrovica — regional department in Radenkovic.
Children’s work of art, literal comic book stories as well as answers to the questions that make
the interview, speak to the fact that children remain authentic and original even though they
are presented with the new and to them interesting contents, close to their comprehension of
the world. All of the children in their own interpretations of the graphic novel ,,Unfinished
world” by Andanin Jarasarevic bring their own experiences, personal experiences, fantasies,
and desires, refracting new experiences through a personal prism. The results of the research
speak to the favor of that the children experience of the comic book are rich and that the
fantastic world of the comic book is an excellent mean for their upgrade. The comic book
helped the children in understanding the world they live in and gave them the basic for building
the elementary moral norms, which makes the choice of the comic book ,,Unfinished world”
by Andanin Jarasarevic completely justified and desirable in the educational work with
children.

INTERMEDIJALNE KRATKE GOVORNE FORME U FUNKCIJI RAZVOJA
RITMICKIH | GOVORNIH SPOSOBNOSTI DECE

Savremeni pristupi u vaspitno-obrazovnom radu sve vise teze interdisciplinarnosti, koja se
moze postici integrisanim pristupom. Sa aspekta projektnog pristupa, intermedijalne knjizevne
sadrzaje mozemo posmatrati kao savremeno didakticko sredstvo koje ima visestruku funkciju:
ostvaruje veci intelektualni angazman kod dece, podstice na igru i komunikaciju, pobuduje
emocije 1 saznanja koja dovode do dodatne kreativnosti, u¢i apstraktnom razmisljanju i
usvajanju simbola, razvija motoricku spretnost i opticku percepciju, podstic¢e paznju i umnu
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sposobnost. Muzika je vazna za potpuni razvoj deteta, na emocionalnoj, socijalnoj, fizickoj 1
psiholoskoj aktivnosti, budu¢i da se razvijanjem muzickih sposobnosti ujedno razvija i
pojedinac. U radu su prikazani rezultati istraZivanja sprovedenog sa ciljem da se ispita
povezanost izmedu nacina realizacije sadrzaja iz oblasti razvoja muzickog vaspitanja i razvoja
govora, i razvoja ritmickih i govornih sposobnosti dece. Istrazivanje je sprovedeno onlajn
anketiranjem na uzorku od 275 vaspitaca zaposlenih u predskolskim ustanovama na teritoriji
R. Srbije. Rezultati istrazivanja pokazuju da najveéi procenat anketiranih vaspitaca smatra da
su intermedijalne govorne forme veoma znacajne za za razvoj ritmickih i govornih sposobnosti
dece, da najveci procenat anketiranih vaspitaca Cesto primenjuje intermedijalne govorne forme
kao vid jezicke igre (brzalice, razbrajalice, redalice, pesme uz igru) i da vaspitaci generalno
imaju pozitivne stavove o stepenu ucestalosti primene intermedijalnih govornih formi u cilju
razvoja ritmickih i govornih sposobnosti dece. Rezultati ovog istrazivanja svoju prakti¢nu
primenu nalaze kao polaziste za unapredivanje vaspitno-obrazovne prakse u vrti¢ima, kao i
kroz implementaciju u odgovarajuce nastavne sadrzaje iz oblasti razvoja muzickog vaspitanja
i razvoja govora u visokim Skolama za obrazovanje vaspitaca na teritoriji Republike Srbije.

INTERMEDIATE SHORT SPEECH FORMS IN THE FUNCTION OF DEVELOPING
RHYTHMIC AND SPEECH ABILITIES OF CHILDREN

Modern approaches in educational work increasingly strive for interdisciplinarity, which can
be achieved with an integrated approach. From the aspect of the project approach,
intermedialiterary content can be seen as a modern didactic tool that has multiple functions: it
achieves greater intellectual engagement in children, encourages play and communication,
arouses emotions and knowledge that lead to additional creativity, learns abstract thinking and
symbol acquisition, develops motor dexterity and optical perception, stimulates attention and
mental ability. Music is important for the full development of the child, on emotional, social,
physical and psychological activity, since the development of musical abilities also develops
the individual. The paper presents the results of the research conducted with the aim of
examining the connection between the way of realization of content in the field of music
education development and speech development, and the development of rhythmic and speech
skills of children. The survey was conducted online by surveying a sample of 275 educators
employed in preschool institutions in the territory of the Republic of Serbia. The results of the
research show that the largest percentage of surveyed educators believe that intermedial speech
forms are very important for the development of rhythmic and speech abilities of children, that
the largest percentage of surveyed educators often apply intermedia speech forms as a form of
language play (rapids, dividers, lines, songs with play) and that educators generally have
positive attitudes about the degree of frequency of application of intermedia teaser forms to
develop children’s rhythmic and speech skills. The results of this research find their practical

application as a starting point for improving educational practice in kindergartens, as well as
through implementation in appropriate teaching content in the field of music education
development and speech development in higher education schools for educators in the territory
of the Republic of Serbia.

APPLICATION OF BLOOM’S TAXONOMY IN THEMATIC ACTIVITIES

This paper describes the concepts of goal and ,,learning outcomes” and their mutual relations,
as well as relations to similar pedagogical concepts. A systematic analysis of taxonomies of
teaching tasks, goals and outcomes created by Benjamin Bloom and his associates is presented,
as the most commonly used classification of cognitive domains, and the mental and practical
abilities of students within each domain. The paper also illustrates the importance of Bloom’s
taxonomy in formulating learning outcomes, as well as during the grading process. The second
part of the paper demonstrates the application of Blum’s taxonomy on the example of Thematic
teaching (the thematic day), in an elementary school first grade classroom. Thematic teaching
as an interdisciplinary approach connects the content of various subjects into one whole.
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Through various, thematically related activities, students are encouraged to be active, creative
and curious.

PU ,Dreamland” u saradnji sa Visokom
Skolomstrukovnih studija za obrazovanje vaspitata u Novom Sadu, realizuje razvojno
istrazivacki projekat ,,Efekti pilotiranja bilingvalnog programa u skladu sa savremenom
koncepcijom predskolstva”. Protokolom nastalim za potrebe istrazivanja, kroz fokus grupe sa
roditeljima 1 konsultovanjem sa decom, praceni su efekti bilingvalnog programa u Sest
vaspitnih grupa tokom tri ciklusa. Bilingvalni program je integrisan u realan program, §to
podrazumeva da jedan vaspita¢ komunicira na srpskom jeziku sa decom, a drugi vaspita¢ na
engleskom jeziku u svim situacijama delanja i Zivota vrtica. Istovremeno, program neguje
interkulturalnost, obezbedujuci prilike deci strancima da, kao aktivni 1 kompetetni ucesnici
upoznaju vr$njake sa svojim jezikom, kulturom 1 tradicijom. Deca drugih kultura tako, svoj
jezik 1 delove kulture integriSu u svakodnevni Zivot i rad u vrti¢u, dok ostala djeca postaju
bogatija za jedno novo iskustvo koji ih vodi ka uvazavanju razlicitosti.

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PARTICIPATION OF THE FOREIGN CHILDREN IN THE BILINGUAL KINDERGARTEN PROGRAM

“Dreamland” Preschool Institution, Novi Sad, Serbia

This work indicates how bilingualism in kindergarten ensures the participation of the foreign
children in the developing a high-quality realistic program. PU ,,.Dreamland” in cooperation
with the Preschool Teacher Training College in Novi Sad, realizes the development research
project ,,Effects of piloting a bilingual program in accordance with the modern conception of
preschool education”. With the protocol created for research purposes, through focus groups
with parents and consultations with children, the effects of the bilingual program were
monitored in six educational groups during three cycles. The bilingual program is integrated
into the real program, which means that one teacher communicates with the children in Serbian,
and the other one in English in all situations of activities and life of the kindergarten. At the
same time, the program fosters interculturality, providing opportunities for foreign children to,
as active and competent participants, introduce their peers to their own language, culture and
tradition. Children of other cultures thus integrate their language and parts of culture into
everyday life and work in the kindergarten, while other children become richer for a new
experience that leads them to appreciate diversity. The all above mentioned requires the
educator to be skilled in supporting the authenticity of each child during a project leading, but
also that his believes are close to creating the image of the child from ,,Godine uzleta”, which
ensures the child's participation. Following who initiates and what is the role, involvement and
participation of foreign children, as well as respecting the fact that they are in the process of
acquiring a second language, the participation of foreign children, in the kindergarten
,,Dreamland”, is present as: initiated by adults, with a collaborative position of the educator
(adult initiated, shared decisions with children), with a tendency to increase the level of
participation with the growth of the child's skills. The first results confirm that children acquire
the second language situationally, through everyday communication with adults and other
children, thanks to the methodical approach ,,one teacher — one language”. Foreign children
spontaneously and functionally use the second language in different types of actions (the
routines, rituals, games, authentic situations, as well as, in planned learning situations) which
allows them to ask, initiate, contribute, learn and participate. The English language provides
foreign children with continuity of education, support for well-being, a sense of belonging in a

peer community, and for the native speaking children, in addition to supporting competence
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for communication in another language, it provides support for social and civic competence,

which is the basis of interculturality and participation as a value of kindergarten culture.

MUSIC AND MOVEMENT IN EARLY CHILDREN’S DEVELOPMENT

Integration of music and movement combines the sensory systems which reach our senses,
such as hearing and movement through neuro-biological processes. Music makes movement
freer in the development of our inner sensations striving towards freedom in expressing
creativity, inspiration and engaging in play through rhythmic movement and understanding
music harmony. The research problem is to determine the significance of music and movement
in the integrated approach in the development of preschool-aged children. The research subject
is the development of coordination, balance and sense of rhythm in preschool-aged children,
as well the opinions of preschool teachers on the integrated approach in using music and
movement. Starting from the awareness that the sensitive period for the development of
movement coordination is around the age of six, and the one for the development of balance
between the ages of four and eight, question arises on the need for everyday programmed
physical exercise accompanied by music in order for the children to simultaneously develop
the rhythm of movement necessary for success in any sport. Research is partially non-
experimental in its character, and its main task is to examine the attitudes of preschool teachers
on the importance of using music and movement to serve theearly children’s development. The
second part of the research is concerned with determining the effects of programmed physical
exercise with an emphasis on applying the integrated approach when working on the
development of children’s coordination, balance and the sense of rhythm. Based on the results
obtained, it can be concluded that programmed physical exercise, focusing on educational
contents of integrated physical and music education, has a positive effect on the development
of children’s coordination, balance and sense of rhythm. It can also be concluded that the

preschool teachers have positive attitudes on the importance of using music and movement to
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promote the development of preschool-aged children and that they use them in their projects,
in accordance with the project topics.

SA POTREBOM ZA DODATNOM PODRSKOM

Rani uzrast, obuhvata period od rodenja do 5-6 godine zivota, je dinamican, kompleksan 1
izuzetno senzitivan period razvoja dece, Sto ovaj period Cini temeljom daljeg razvoja 1 ranog
ucenja. Danas je prihvac¢eno shvatanje da rani razvoj dece i smatra se da je to period kada
postoji najveci uticaj na kasniji razvoj dece, posebno kada govorimo o dece sa smetnjama
urazvoju 1 invaliditetom. Osim dece kod koje je veé prepoznata razvojna smetnja,
ranaintervencija je namenjena i deci kod koje postoji rizik ili poveéana verovatnoca da Ce se
javiti odstupanja u razvoju. Programi rane intervencije obuhvataju ranu dijagnostiku, ranu
intervenciju, odnosno stimuaciju razvoja, kao i osnazivanje porodice i davanje podrske iz
oblasti zdravstvene, obrazovne i socijalne zastite. Pre nekoliko godina pravio se novi model
porodicno orijentisane rane intervencije (PORI) za decu sa odstupanjem i smetnjama u razvoju.
U radu se analizira novi model PORI za decu kojoj je potrebna dodatna podrska u razvoju i
ucenju, putem deskriptivne metode, sa ciljem da identifikuje Sta je ,,novo” u odnosu na
postojeéi program i da se prepozna §ta je inovativno u novom modelu rane intervencije. Nalazi
analize ukazuju da PORI karakteri$e transdisciplinarni pristup, koji podrazumeva holisticko
shvatanje deteta i integrisani pristup ucenju, te se u skladu sa tim i ostvaruje podsticaj razvoja
ranog uzrasta u porodici i u vrti¢ima, odnosno prirodnom okruzenju. Dete najlakSe 1 najbolje
uci u okruzenju u kome dobija podrsku i u kome se oseca sigurno i kada u¢i sa onima kojima
najvise veruje. U novom modelu se podrazumeva da roditelji i stru¢njaci zajedno, kao partneri,
kreiraju podrSku kojom ¢e negovati i podsticati dec¢ji razvoj. Samo stabilni i osnaZeni roditelji
mogu da se suoce sa teSkocama i1 podrZe razvoj i ucenje deteta u razli¢itim svakodnevnim
kontekstima, kroz porodi¢ne rutine. PORI prepoznaju porodicu kao centralno mesto u ranom
detinjstvu.

FAMILY-ORIENTED EARLY INTERVENTIONS IN THE EVERYDAY CONTEXT OF A CHILD
WITH A NEED FOR EXTRA SUPPORT

The early age, including the period from birth to 5-6 years of age, is a dynamic, complex and
extremely sensitive period of children’s development, which makes this period the foundation
for further development and early learning. Today, it is accepted that the early development of
children is the period what makes the greatest impact on the later development of children,
especially when we are talking about children with developmental disorder and disabilities. In
addition to children who have already been diagnosed with a developmental disorder, early
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intervention is also intended for children who are at risk or have an increased likelihood of
developing disorder. Early intervention programs include early diagnosis, early intervention,
i.e. stimulation of development, as well as family empowerment and support in the field of
health, education and social protection. A few years ago, a new model of family-oriented early
intervention (FOEI) was created for children with developmental disorder and disabilities. The
paper analyzes the new FOEI model for children who need additionalsupport in development
and learning, through a descriptive method, with the aim of identifying what is ,,new” in
relation to the existing program and to recognize what is innovative in the new model of early
intervention. The findings of the analysis indicate that FOEI is characterized by a
transdisciplinary approach, which implies a holistic understanding of the child and an
integrated approach to learning, and accordingly the stimulation of early childhood
development in the family and in kindergartens, i.e. the natural environment, is achieved. A
child learns most easily and best in an environment where he is supported and feels safe and
when he learns with those he trusts the most. In the new model, it is understood that parents
and experts together, as partners, create support that will nurture and encourage childrens
development. Only stable and empowered parents can face difficulties and support the childs
development and learning in different everyday contexts, through family routines. FOEI
recognizes the family as central to early childhood.

Prate¢i savremeno roditeljstvo, stiCe se utisak da se puno govori o roditeljstvu 1 da roditelji,
viSe nego ikad, imaju razvijenu svest o vaznosti svoje uloge za dobrobit deteta. U mnoStvu
neprimenjive teorije sa jedne strane i puno neproverenih, instant saveta na druStvenim mrezama
sa druge strane, Cesto osecaju roditeljsku nemo¢. Cilj ovog rada je analiza potreba roditelja za
osnazivanjem u roditeljskoj ulozi i procene kapaciteta predskolske ustanove da izade u susret
potrebama roditelja u ovom segmentu.

Sa
druge strane, vaspitaci 1 medicinske sestre vaspitaci koji dolaze u neposredan kontakt sa
roditeljima Cesto ne umeju da konkretizuju savet koji daju roditeljima, te ne izlaze u susret
roditeljskim potrebama. Na osnovu rezultata ankete sprovedene medu roditeljima i analizom
evidencija o individualnim razgovorima sa roditeljima, uoceno je da postoji potreba da se
roditelji osnaze u roditeljskoj ulozi i da im se daju konkretne smernice. Na osnovu analize rada
vaspitaca 1 medicinskih sestara vaspitaca i1 sprovedene ankete, uoceno je da im nedostaju
kompetencije u ovoj oblasti, kako bi predstavljali sigurnu bazu i kvalitetan izvor informacija.
Vodeni uoc¢enim potrebama, smatramo da je vazno da se §to ve¢em broju roditelja pomogne u
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reSavanju konkretnih problema, kao i da se edukuju o razli¢itim moguénostima uticaja na deciji
razvoj. Kako bi se izaslo u susret potrebama porodice, potrebno je edukovati i sve one koji su
u svakodnevnom, neposrednom kontaktu sa roditeljima.

“RECIPES FOR PARENTING” AS A NECESSITY
IN THE EVERYDAY LIFE OF A MODERN FAMILY

Following contemporary parenthood, it is observed that a lot is being said about parenting and
that parents, more than ever, have a developed awareness of the importance of their role for the
well-being of the child. Amidst the multitude of inapplicable theory on one hand and many
unverified, instant advice on social networks on the other, parents often feel parental
powerlessness. The aim of this paper is to analyze the needs of parents for empowerment in
the parental role and to assess the capacity of the preschool institution to meet the needs of
parents in this segment. Based on monitoring the realized individual contacts of educators and
nurse-educators and family members, it was observed that parents often do not know how to
cope in the simplest, everyday educational situations. On the other hand, educators and nurse-
educators who come into direct contact with parents often do not know how to concretize the
advice they give to parents, and do not meet the needs of parents. Based on the results of a
survey conducted among parents and an analysis of records of individual conversations with
parents, it was noted that there is a need to empower parents in the parental role and to provide
them with specific guidelines. Based on the analysis of the work of educators and nurse-
educators and the conducted survey, it was observed that they lack competencies in this area,
in order to represent a secure base and a quality source of information. Guided by the observed
needs, we believe that it is important to help a large number of parents in solving concrete
problems, as well as to educate them about various possibilities of influencing child
development. In order to meet the needs of the family, it is necessary to educate all those who
are in daily, direct contact with parents.

Takode kreiranjem posebnih
programa namenjenih porodici, odnosno partnerskoj poseti roditelja i dece istovremeno, moze
doprineti jaanju veza izmedu roditelja/staratelja 1 dece. Na taj nacin kvalitetnim kulturnim
sadrzajima Muzej moZe izvrsiti viSestruk uticaj — osnaziti pojedinca, porodicu i1 druStvo u
celini. Uzimaju¢i u obzir sve ove aspekte, muzeji predstavljaju vredan resurs za decu 1 njihove
roditelje, omogucavaju¢i im da kvalitetno provedu slobodno vreme dok istovremeno uce,
zabavljaju se, povezuju i razvijaju se. Muzej Vojvodine, kao jedna od najstarijin muzejskih
institucija u naSoj zemlji sa edukativnom praksom dugom gotovo pola veka ovu moguénost
koristi. Decenijama unazad stvara se sistem edukativnih praksi 1 osmiSljavaju se razliciti
programi za sve kategorije publike. Medu njima posebno mesto zauzimaju programi namenjeni
deci uzrasta od 5 do 14 godina. Oni se mogu podeliti u dve velike kategorije — skolske i
porodiéne programe. Skolski programi se oslanjaju uglavnom na redovne nastavne planove i
programe, dok se porodi¢ni programi oslanjaju na muzejske eksponate ili segmente stalne i
tematskih izlozbi Muzeja.

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EDUCATIVE PROGRAMS FOR FAMILIES IN THE MUSEUM OF VOJVODINA

The lives of children have radically changed over the past few years. Children have little free
time. Their lives are structured, organized, and timed nearly to the minute. Today’s children
are less connected to the natural world than at any other time in history. No longer free time is
spent outdoors, in the nature. A growing body of research has demonstrated that the natural
world holds numerous benefits for children and adults. While it is still mysterious just how the
mind, body and spirit gain from exposure to and experiences with nature, empirical evidence
forces us to reexamine and rethink the lives of today’s children.
